Pluto in Capricorn

As Pluto moves into Capricorn next week, we begin a long journey of plunging deep into the heart of Empire itself. Pluto will be journeying through the earthy sign of order and society until 2023. The United States’ Natal Chart has Pluto in Capricorn, so this transition is especially important as we consider this country’s domination. We have to take a long, hard look at the civilization we’ve built, how each of us feeds it and is sustained by it. Some astrologers are talking about the impending state repression to come with the Hell-god (Pluto) moving into the sign of restriction, structure and fundamentalism. This is a possibility. February eclipses
